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Allen’ s contribution was to take an assump-

tion we all share——that because we are not ro-

bots we therefore control our thoughts and re-

veal its erroneous nature.
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Chomsky’ s grammar should show pattemns of
language change that are independent of the family
tree or the pathway tracked through it, whereas
Greenbergian universality predicts strong co-de-
pendencies between particular types of word-order
relations.
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In Europe, as elsewhere, multi — media
groups have been increasingly successful; groups
which bring together television, radio newspapers,
magazines and publishing houses that work in rela-
tion 1o one another.
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In Europe, where forestry is ecologically
more advanced, the non-commercial tree species

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He asserted, also, that his power to follow a

long abstract train of thought was very limited, for

which reason he felt certain that he never could

have succeeded with mathematics.
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The Greeks assumed that the structure of lan-
guage had some connection with the process of
thought . which took root in Europe long hefore
people realized how diverse language could be.
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Social science is that branch of intellectual
enquiry which seeks to study humans and their en-
deavors in the same reasoned, orderly, systemat-
ic, and dispassioned manner that natural scientists
use for the study of natural phenomena.
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The second, by Joshua Greenberg, iakes a
more empirical approach to universality identifying
traits particularly in word order shared by many
languages which are considered to represent biases

that result from cognitive constraints.
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
